Comic Strip Frame-up





Depending on the number and size of groups needed, cut out several different newspaper comic strips.  Cut up the individual frames and place them in a hat.  (How about a red and white stovepipe hat?)





Players draw a comic frame from the hat.  Then they hold up their frames, mingle, and match up with everyone with the same comic strip.  For example, frames from the “Peanuts” strip make a group, “Garfield” another; and so on.
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
